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UGAADI T A CELEBRATION OF JOY

UGAADI is a combination of two worisiga(era) and
Aadi(beginning) according to the ancient language of
Sanskrit and Kannada languages. It simply means begin
ning of an era or a new year. According to the great
Indian mathematician, Bhaskaracharya's calculations in
the 12 th century, it is the first day of the new moon after
the Sun crosses from South to North on Spring Equinox.
marks the end of all things old, and new beginnings are
looked forward to. On this day mantras are chanted and
predictions made for the New Year. This auspicious day
known for its "Panchang Sravanam" chanted by Veda
Pandits. Panchaang contains astronomical data relating
to the position of the Sun, The Moon, Planets, Stars and
details of Eclipses, Occultations, Raasi results, Muhur-
tams etc. for one complete year (usually from April to
March). It is also believed that the creator of the Hindu
pantheon Lord Brahma started creation on this day
Chaitra suddha padhyami or the Ugaadi day.

Ugaadi festival heralds both Spring and Hindu New Year
In Spring the flowers bloom, this colorful blossom signi-
fies growth, prosperity and welleing. The mildly fra-
grant Jasmine flowers are in full bloom and are strung
together to be used to decorate hair braids, and over
doorways and offered as garlands for pujas.

Spring is the season for raw mangoes; people make goo
use of mangoes to last them until the next season. They
pickle the mangoes with salt, powdered mustard and
powdered dry red chilli and a lot of oil to float over the
mangoes. This preparation is called "avakai" and lasts fo
a whole year.

The fully blossomed neem tree makes the air healthy.
Also, jaggery made with fresh crop of sugarcane adds a
renewed flavor to the typical dishes associated with
Ugaadi. "Ugaadi pachchadi" is one such dish. It is made
new jaggery, raw mango pieces and neem flowers and
new tamarind which truly reflect lifea combination of
sweet, sour and bitter tastes!

We use mango leaves and coconuts (as in a Kalasam, tc

initiate any pooja) on auspicious occasions to propitiate
gods. People also splash fresh cow dung water on the
ground in front of their house and draw colorful floral de-
signs. This is a common sight in every household. People
perform the ritualistic worship to God invoking his blessings
before they start off with the New Year. They pray for their
health, wealth and prosperity and success. Ugaadi is also
the most auspicious time to start new ventures.

Ugaadi marks the beginning of the hot season which coin-
cides with the school vacations. For the young ones, there-
fore, Ugaadi is characterized by new clothes, sumptuous

food and reveling. The air is filled with joy and enthusiasm.

The Hindus of Kashmir start their new yeatavreh- in mid
March. At the same time, the southern Indian states of
Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh begin their new year
Ugaadi. The Maharashtrians celebrate their New Year Gudi
Padwa, and the Sindhis observe Cheti Chand, the coming of
New Year, during the same time.

The celebration of Ugaadi is marked by religious zeal and
social merriment. Special dishes are prepared for the occa-
sion. In Karnataka , eatables such as "puliogar ", "holige"
and preparations made with raw mango go well with the
occasion. In Andhra Pradesh too, similar preparations are
made but called "pulihora” and "bobbatlu”. Maharashtrians
make "puran poli" or sweet rotis.

Some visit temples and relatives in the evening to offer
bevubella (neem & jaggery). This is done to offer good
wishes to everyone in the hope that they will enjoy life to
the fullest in the new year with a little of both happiness
and sadness. YAKSHAGANA, a folk dance is performed by
the troupe in several towns and villages to mark the occa-
sion.

Ugaadi is thus a festival of many shades. This arrival of

spring ushers in the New Year, brings a rich bounce of flora
and fills the hearts of people with joy and contentment.
